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Abstract:

This research examines the capacities and factors influencing entrepreneurship development in
the rural areas of Hamun County. Given the significance of entrepreneurship in creating
employment, reducing poverty, and improving the quality of life in rural regions, it is essential
to identify and analyze key factors in this domain. The study utilized a stratified random
sampling method, involving 278 entrepreneurs and individuals active in rural businesses. The
influential factors on entrepreneurship development were categorized into six main groups:
human and individual factors, infrastructural factors, cultural factors, economic factors, and
social factors. Data analysis was conducted using Stata and Excel software. The findings
indicate that "government support and subsidies for production,” “income,” and
"diversification of rural products” significantly explain and influence behavior in the economic
dimension of rural entrepreneurship development. In the cultural and social aspects,
"experience,” "consultation and support services,” "awareness levels," and "interest in rural
development" play a crucial role. In terms of infrastructure, "access to services and facilities"
and "access to a dynamic rural environment" are pivotal in explaining the variance among the
extracted factors. Lastly, in the individual dimension of entrepreneurship development, results
showed that "motivation,” "education,” "psychological capacity,” and "management of
initiative and creativity" are significant contributors to explaining behavioral variability among
the extracted factors. Additionally, spatial analysis of the factors affecting rural
entrepreneurship development in the studied region using the MABAC method revealed that
among the villages analyzed, Mohammadabad, Ali Akbar Town, Dek Dehmarde, Sanjoli
Town, Mir Town, Bandei, and Kermani are in better conditions compared to other villages
studied. Furthermore, to investigate the role of influential factors on individuals'
entrepreneurial motivation levels, an ordered logit model was employed. The results indicated
that among the effective indices on entrepreneurship development, economic factors, cultural
and social factors, institutional and educational factors, as well as infrastructural factors have
a positive and significant impact on individuals' likelihood of being highly motivated for
entrepreneurship.
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
